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The recycled E.ON FA Cup

Tier 1 produced a replica FA Cup trophy for their client E.ON out of redundant IT equipment that
would otherwise have gone for environmental disposal. As sponsors of the FA Cup competition,
E.ON uses the trophy to help them promote their own environmental credentials and initiatives.

The Tier 1 Green Garden
The Tier 1 “Green Garden” project was completed in 2007 when an area of concrete wasteland on the Tier 1 site was transformed at
the suggestion of its employees into a peaceful oasis constructed entirely out of recycled materials.

Reclaimed timber supports the sides of the sheltered seating area, re-used stone flagstones add some rustic charm, recycled glass
chippings from CRT monitors and even the old edging bollards from the car park are included in the design. The garden even makes
extensive use of recycled plastic ‘timber’ created from plastic computer casings, keyboards and monitor frames, that now form the
gazebo, benches and sides of the water feature.

The garden was officially opened by Peter Ainsworth MP, Shadow Minister for the Environment and is now an established and
cherished part of the Tier 1 environment. It affirms Tier 1's credentials as a company committed to business improvement through
ecological and environmental progress and demonstrates to clients the possibilities afforded to boost CSR activity via ethical disposal
of redundant IT equipment.
